Junior Miss/Miss Hospitality

Full tuition scholarships are awarded to students who participate in the statewide
Junior Miss or Miss Hospitality Pageants. Students who qualify for this scholarship
must accept it during the fall semester immediately following its presentation. Failure
to do this will result in forfeiture of the scholarship.

Presidential
All in-district Valedictorians and Salutatorians are eligible to apply for a Presidential
Scholarship.

Academic Scholarship Regulations

A student can accept one academic scholarship from this group. A student may
receive various service scholarships in addition to an academic scholarship. Service
scholarships include annual staff, athletics, band, cheerleader, choir, and newspaper
staff. The total combined value of the service scholarships may not exceed full tuition.
Academic scholarships are valid for up to four semesters, excluding summer terms.
Students must accept an academic scholarship during a fall term and attend that term
in order to receive it during the spring term immediately following. Recipients must
remain enrolled in a minimum of 12 semester hours to remain eligible for an academic
scholarship. Recipients must maintain a current GPA of 2.5 on a minimum of 12
semester hours to remain eligible.
