ALL-STATE BAND CLINIC MEETING
JANUARY 27, 1995

Minutes

Meeting called lo order by President Steve Barneil. Minutes were read: Slanley Slewart made motion lo approve. second by
Sammy Barr, minutes approved as read.

President expressed thanks to enlire associalion for lheir cooperalion with clinic preparalion and special thanks lo lhe
following: Iones J. C. for tryout music, Kalhryn Lindberg for picking up/delivering clinician, Northwest C.C. for percussion,
Maurice Kelly for coordinating motel reservalions, Slanley Stewari for cerlificaies, Archie Rawls for programs. Hinds C.C. and
Jones J.C. for providing clinic musie not available olherwise. Mr. Barnett informed direclors that all music provided by the
MICCH Association will be housed at Hinds C.C.

Presideni Barnetl stated thal Mr. RL. McClellon, Commissioner of the Stale Board for Communily and Junior Colleges
approved $100.00 extra for br. Waybrighl to stay over in Memphis upoen his return lo Florida.

Jeff Brown made the molion that incidental/auxiliary percussion {ex. cymbals, lriangle, tambourine, elc.) be included as
part of percussion sight reading tryouts. Second by Kyle Hill, molion carried unanimously.

Kyle Hill suggested some alteralion on tryout sheel concerning points awarded for prepared percussion literaiure. After
briel discussion Lhe President suggested this ilem be tabled and broughti forth in the 1995 Fall meeling.

Mr. Barnetl expressed his appreciation lo the lryoul judges for Lheir careful seleclion of student chair positions and to the
direetors and students for being prompl in slaying on the time schedule. He complimenled the directors for getting their
sludent list for the All-Stale Band in on time. He applauded the expediency and promptness in utilizing the FAX and CCN
with lhe selection of the All-Stale Band.

The President suggested lems the associalion could address for a more successful clinic. He fell an improvement in
sludent cancellation percentage and selecting students more capable of performing lhe level of music required would lend
itself Lo that means. After discussion the association fell the direclors should gel more of a commilmenl from the student
io allend lhe elinic and make a more determined efforl to select sludents that are responsible as well as excellent
musicians,

4. Selecled tryoul music repertoire be compiled {seven "7 prepared seleclions for each instrument) and al each Fall
meeling select the iryout music for thal year from the repertoire.

Motion by Ferrell Lunceford, second by Sammy Barr to accept the above recommendalions, motion passed.

Examples of the first sel of prepared picces for tryouts to be ready for the 1995 Fall meeling. 4 list of directors and the
instrument/instruments they assume responsibilily for in selecting prepared iryout music is attached.

President opened the floor for a sile selection for lhe 1996 clinic. Three sites were presented: Mississippi Stale. Convention
site in/out slate for band to perform, and University of Southern Mississippl. First choice by vote of directors: Mississippi
Slale, second choice University of Southern Mississippl. convention choice to be tabled until directors check wilh their
college Presidents as to the feasibility of pursuing an in/out stale convention site for All-Slate Clinic and performance.

Directors introduced into nominalion a list of clinicians for the 1998 clinic from which they voted for the lop four:
(1) Harry Clark, {2) Frank Wicks, (3) Paula Crider. (4) Dwayne Sagen. Also nominated were Robert Foster, Bill Clark. and Ray
Lichtenwaller.

Mr. Barnetl asked for nominations for secretary. Nominee to represent south district: Kyle Hill nominaled by Archie Rawls,
David Duell nominated by Randy Mapes. Molion to close nominations by Gary Sheppeard. second by John Ungurail. Kyle
Hill, Pearl River C.C. was elected by lhe association as secretary for 1996.

President made announcements about conclusion of clinie; certificales will be senl at later dale to sludenls due {o list
change.

Gary Sheppeard commended President for this year's work, after which Randy Mapes made motion Lo adjourn seconded by
Kathryn Lindberg.
